Tehnologiju attistibas radita iesp€ja katram paust viedokli socialajos tiklos
un brivi koment&t makslas, socialos un politiskos procesus var radit iluzoru
parliecibu, ka briviba ir sasniegusi savu augstako punktu cilvéces vesturg.
Nenoliedzami, iesp&ju brivai ricibai ir daudz vairak neka agrak. Vienlaikus
neviens socialais tikls un tehnologiju uznémums nevar atcelt fundamenta-
los sabiedribas funkciongSanas pamatus. Miisu brivas gribas robezas ir
rékinasanas ar citu ricibu un viedokli. M&s esam savstarpgji atkarigi viens
no otra, tapéc brivibas eksistence ir atkariga no ikviena spgjam savas inte-
reses nelikt augstak par sabiedribas kopgjam interesém.

Personiskas brivibas nevar buit vienam vairak un otram mazak. Brivibai
nepiecieSama patiesa vienlidziba un demokratija, ka arf ciepa pret ikvienu
sabiedribas locekli. Vargtu domat, ka Austrumeiropa vislabak zina brivibas
cenu un nozimi. Latvijas iedzivotajiem ir bijusi vairakkart jaaizstav, jaizci-
na, jaiegiist, japazaude un jaatglist briviba. Tacu katrs laikmets prasa savu
attieksmi pret brivibu. Sodien izpratne par personisko brivibu un atbildigu
ricibu ir ieguvusi daudz plasaku merogu. Ikkatra ricibas briviba tagad
ietekm@ ne vien tuvakos, bet arT globalus procesus un plangtas nakotni.

Ikviena personiska briviba tiek ierobezota ar sabiedribas socialo normu
palidzibu. Sie nerakstitie likumi nodro§ina sabiedribas sp&ju eksistat. Ja
velamies ieklauties sabiedrTba, ievérojam tas pienemtas un vésturiski izvei-
dojusas normas. Socialas normas nosaka sp&ju ievérot ierobezojumus,
palidzet tiem, kam nepiecieSama palidziba, un respektét sabiedribas liku-
mus. Socialas normas eksisté vien tad, ja tas atzist sabiedribas vairakums.

Socialo normu ievérosana jeb izvéle darft to, kas ir vairakumam morali un
etiski pienemams (un miisdienas ari vairakumam nepiecieSams sabiedribas
veselibas varda), var biit pretruna ar individa uzskatiem un personisko
gribu. Tad personiska briviba ir jaierobezo sabiedribas interesu varda.
Varam $adas situacijas biit nelaimigi un uzskatit, ka miisu briviba ir netais-
nigi ierobezota, bet vienlaikus atbildiga riciba ir spét to pienemt, apzino-
ties, ka no ta sabiedriba — un tatad ari katrs individuali — tikai iegfis.

Tomér ne visas socialas normas, kuras pastav vai médz Tstermina rasties, ir
pozitivas, respekté cilvektiesibas un nodrogina ilgtspgjigu attistibu. Sados
gadfjumos tiesi briviba ir ta, kas nodro$ina, ka $adas socialas normas un
konvencijas ir iespgjams mainit. Ja nav personiskas brivibas, nav iespgja-
mas ari parmainas. Sabiedriba bez personiskas brivibas ir statiska un lemta
izmirSanai. Ta nespgj ieklausities un izprast, ka brivibas robeza nav priva-
tas dzives neaizskaramiba, bet gan spgja biit iecietigam pret citado un bri-
vibas daudzveidigajam izpausmem.

Ne vienmér misu individuala riciba izraisis parmainas. Tacu svarigaka ir
iesp&ja rikoties individuali un brivi, bez uzspiestas apkart€jo ietekmes.
Kamér vien més respektésim sabiedribas socialas normas, bet sabiedriba
cienis ikkatra neatkaribu, més buisim brivi.

The development of technologies allows everyone to express themselves
freely in the social networks and comment on arts, social and political
processes, potentially leading to an illusory belief that freedom has reached
its highest point in the history of humanity. Undeniably, there are many
more opportunities in terms of freedom of action than ever before. At the
same time, no social network or company has abandoned the fundamentals
of the functioning of the society. The limits of our free will are within
respecting actions and opinions of others. We are interdependent, so the
existence of freedom depends on everyone's ability not to place their inter-
ests above the public interests.

One cannot have more personal freedom than another. Freedom needs true
equality and democracy, and respect for every member of the society. One
might think Eastern Europe knows the price and meaning of freedom best.
People of Latvia had to defend, fight for, gain, lose and regain their free-
dom. But every era has its own way of treating freedom. Today, awareness
of personal freedom and responsible behaviour has gained a much wider
scale. Freedom of action now affects not only the closest ones, but also
global processes and the future of the planet.

Personal freedom is limited by the social norms. These unwritten laws
ensure society's ability to exist. If we want to be part of the society, we will
follow the rules that are in place and have been historically established. The
social norms define ability to comply with restrictions, share with those in
need and respect the laws of the society. The social norms can exist only
when recognised by most of the society.

Compliance with the social norms means morally and ethically acceptable
behaviour (and today such is required for the sake of public health), and
that may contradict the individual's beliefs and personal will. Then per-
sonal freedom must be restricted in the name of public interest. One could
feel unhappy and believe that personal freedom is unjustly restricted. At the
same time, being responsible means being able to accept it, understanding
the benefits the society, and hence each person individually, will gain from
that.

However, not all the existing social norms or the ones that tend to arise in
the short term are positive, respect human rights and ensure sustainable
development. In such cases, it is the freedom that ensures that such social
norms and conventions can be changed. If there is no personal freedom,
no changes are possible. A society without personal freedom is static and
doomed to extinction, since it will not listen and understand that the bound-
aries of freedom do not lie in privacy, but ability to accept the different and
be tolerant towards the diversity of freedom.

Our individual action may not always necessarily lead to change. But the
possibility to act individually and freely, without an outside pressure, is
more important. As long as we respect the social norms existing in the
society and the society respects the independence of every person, we will
be free.
