Veiksme var biit nejausa, tomer atskiriba no laimes, ta prasa cilveka
energisku darboSanos. Gadas ciikas laime, kad, neko nedarot, laime

pati iekrit klepi. Cukas veiksmes nemédz bit. Viens no veiksmes
simboliem ir cerinu pieclapite. Atrodot pieclapiti, ta tradicionali ir vai nu,
iedomajot velesanos, jaaped, vai art jasakalte un jatur pie rokas (gramata
starp lapam, kabata vai maka). Veiksmes formula ietilpa zinasana, ka
pieclapites visvairak atrodamas nepotétajos cerinkriimos un ka pietiek

ar vienu pieclapiti, citadi var "parésties".

Cerini miisu uztverg visvairak ir saistiti ar veiksmi milestiba un ar gaisam
nakotnes ceribam. Tie daudzveidigi atspoguloti télotajmaksla — vienlidz
19. gs. otraja pusé (Marijas Kesetas "Cerini loga"; Eduarda Mang

"Baltie cerini stikla vazg"), 20. gs. pirmaja pusé (Mihails Vrubelis
"Cerini"; AniT Matiss "Cerini"; Marks Sagals "Milétaji cerinos") un

20. un 21. gs. mija (latviesu makslinieces Tras Rozentales ceringleznu
cikls, 2000-2002).

Kanadai ir krasna cerinu monéta ("Cerigu kriims", 2017), veltita
pavasarim, milestibai un kanadiesu cerinu "matei" Izabellai Prestonai.
Latvijai ir savs cerinu "tevs" Peteris Upitis, kurs savulaik izveidoja

bagatigu cerinkrimu selekciju. Vina lolojumi Dobeles cerindarza
joprojam priec ik pavasari. Parasto cerinu (Syringa vulgaris) klatbiitne
Eiropa 1esama no 16. gs. vidus, kad tos ieveda no Turcijas. Latvijas
teritorija tie paradijas 18. gs. otraja pus€ — vispirms pie muizam, pec
tam pie zemnieku majam. Smarzigi un krasaini, tie jau 19. gs. otraja
pusg, bet 1pasi 20. gs. sakuma kluva par iecienitiem koSumkriimiem.
Dobelg cerinus audze kops 19. gs. seSdesmito gadu otras puses,

kad ap macitajmuizu tika izveidots parks ar retam koku un augu
sugam, tai skaita arT tumsiem ceriniem, kas bija atvesti no Lielauces
macitaja muizas. Sodien Joti griiti iedomaties kadu vietu Latvija, kur
nebiitu cerinu. Parsimt gadu laika tie kluvusi par nozimigu Latvijas
kultiirainavas dalu.

Nu ir pienacis laiks Latvijas Bankas cerinveiksmes monétai. Ta nav
edama, atskiriba no 1stas cerinu pieclapites. To davina vai patur sev,

lai veiksmes energija vienmér pavada monétas ipa$nieku. Tikai $ad tad
ar pirkstu galiniem monétai viegli japieskaras, lai veiksme ir pasam,
tuvajiem un milajiem, un visai Latvijai. Ja jums krajuma ir vel art
skurstenslauka un pakava monéta, ta jau b triskarsa veiksme!

Luck may very well be accidental. Unlike fortune, however, it requires
you to grab opportunities when they present themselves. Sometimes,
fortune is just a fluke as it simply falls into one's lap without any effort.
Be that as it may, luck is no fluke. A lilac flower with five petals is one of
the Latvian symbols of luck. As the local tradition has it, when finding a
five-petal flower, one should make a wish and eat the flower or dry it and
keep it at hand — between the pages of a book, in the pocket or wallet.
The key is in the knowledge that lucky five-petal flowers are mostly
found in ungrafted lilacs. One should, however, bear in mind that one
such flower would do the trick. One should not risk "overeating".

Lilacs are commonly associated with good luck in love and hope for a
bright future. They are variously reflected in fine arts of the second half
of the 19th century (Lilacs in a Window by Mary Cassatt; White Lilacs
in a Glass Vase by Edouard Manet), the first half of the 20th century
(The Lilacs by Mikhail Vrubel; Lilacs by Henri Matisse; Lovers in the
Lilacs by Marc Chagall) and the turn of the 20th and 21st centuries

(a series of lilac paintings by Latvian artist Ira Rozentale, 2000-2002).

Canada has issued a gorgeous lilac coin (Celebration of Spring: Lilac
Blossoms, 2017) dedicated to spring and love as well as to [sabella
Preston, the Canadian "Queen of Ornamental Horticulture". Latvia has its
own "Father of Lilacs" — Péteris Upitis. Back in the day, he created a large

selection of lilac hybrids which can still be viewed in the Lilac Garden

in Dobele every spring. The common lilac (Syringa vulgaris) is thought
to have been introduced to Europe in the mid-16th century when it was
brought over from Turkey. It appeared in the territory of the present-day
Latvia in the second half of the 18th century: first around manors and
later around farmhouses as well. Owing to their fragrance and diversity of
colour, lilacs became popular ornamental shrubs in the second half of the
19th century and, particularly, at the beginning of the 20th century. Lilacs
have been cultivated in Dobele since the late 1860s when a park with
rare tree and plant species, including deep purple lilacs brought from the
priest's manor in Lielauce, was created around the priest's manor. Today
it is hard to find a place in Latvia without lilacs. Within a few centuries,
they have become an important part of Latvia's cultural landscape.

So, the time has come for Latvijas Banka's lucky lilac coin. Unlike a real
five-petal lilac flower, the coin should not be eaten. Instead, it should

be given as a gift or kept for oneself so that its owner always holds the
energy of luck. It should only be gently held in one's fingertips every
now and then to bring luck for yourself, your loved ones and the public
at large. If you also hold the chimney-sweep and horseshoe coins in your
collection, consider your luck to be threefold!
